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Athletic Training Program - Preceptor Guidelines
The following are guidelines that the preceptor is asked to follow with the University of Mary Athletic Training Program Students.  As a program, we are striving to give the students a hands on clinical education experience in a variety of different settings with a variety of patient populations and care givers.  We want these settings to be an enriched and positive learning experience for our students. The following are preceptor responsibilities per CAATE and University of Mary Athletic Training Program. 
1. A preceptor must function to:
a) Directly supervise students during clinical education.
b) Provide instruction and assessment of the current knowledge, skills, and clinical abilities designated by the Commission.
c) Provide instruction and opportunities for the student to develop clinical integration proficiencies (CIP’s), communication skills and clinical decision-making during authentic, real-time patient/client care (Hands on Learning).
d) Provide assessment of athletic training students’ CIP’s, communication skills, and clinical decision-making during actual patient/client care. Only sign off if the student completes the task in real time.
e) Facilitate the clinical integration of skills, knowledge, and evidence regarding the practice of athletic training.
f) Evaluate the athletic training students on a regular basis.  
g) Demonstrate understanding of and compliance with the program's policies and procedures.
h) Provides a positive learning environment for the student that entails authentic, real-time opportunities over the continuum of care.
i) Maintains professionalism at all times.
j) Adheres to the NATA code of ethics.
k) Provides the program with updated information every year including: license, EAP’s, safety policy, therapeutic equipment table and verification.
l) Post venue specific EAP’s safety policy, Blood Borne Pathogen policy and clean up procedures for all sites and go over them with students upon arrival.
m) Have all personal protective equipment per OSHA guidelines and post exposure plan readily available for the athletic training students. 
n) Be accessible for students to ask questions and provide appropriate feedback to help foster student learning.
o) Provide a non-discriminatory safe and constructive learning environment for students to ask questions without reprimand.
2. The maximum number of students assigned to a preceptor in each clinical setting must be of a ratio of no more than 5 students to 1 Preceptor.  This is to ensure effective clinical experience learning and safe patient care.  The number of students at a site is determined by the site.
3. Students must be directly supervised by a preceptor during the delivery of athletic training services.  The preceptor must be physically present and have the ability to intervene on behalf of the athletic training student and the patient.  Students cannot travel unless the preceptor is traveling. 
4. Students must have at least 1 day off in a 7 day period.
5. Student Hours Expectations (hours may vary depending on coursework seat time):
a. Sophomores – 2-3 events per week average (3-6 hours per week)
b. Juniors – 3-4 events per week average (10-15 hours per week)
c. Seniors – 4-5 events per week average (12-20 hours per week)
6. Athletic Training students may not receive any monetary remuneration during their educational experience. 
Students will not replace professional athletic training staff or medical personnel.
The Athletic Training Program will:
1. Provide regular and ongoing training at least once a year.
2. Evaluate you at minimum once every year.
3. Have regular communication with you.
4. Provide you with education materials to assist you in your role as a preceptor.
